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Week 4: The Medicine of the Word
My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings.  Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine heart.  For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all their flesh.  Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life. Proverbs 4.20-23
If we want to change our mind to enable it to be an effective “pipe” for the healing power in our spirit to manifest in our body, then there is only one way to do this: through the Word of God.  James 1.21 tells us to humbly receive the Word to save our soul.  That is not talking about being born again, as the new birth affects the human spirit.  That is talking about renewing your mind or restoring your soul.  All three phrases mean the same thing.
Proverbs 4 tells us that God’s word is health to all our flesh.  The Hebrew word for health here is marpe, which also means remedy, cure or medicine.  In other words, God’s Word is your medicine.  Proverbs 4 also tells us how to take God’s Word:
· Consistently.  “Attend to” means to be diligent and consistent.  You would follow the instructions on a medicine bottle to take three times a day, so why take the Word when you feel like it?  Be consistent.
· Humbly.  Incline thine ear means to bow your ear.  You cannot physically bow your ear without bowing your head.  If what you think and see and feel doesn’t match the Word, stay with the Word, don’t alter the Word.
· Assertively.  “Let them not depart”.  Don’t study the Word and then phone your gran who tells you that sickness is God’s will or just one of those things, or search the web on people who have what you have.  Guard your heart!
If you do this, then your healing will manifest.  It may take time to remove all the junk from your mind, especially if you have spent a long time putting junk in.  But keeping standing and it will manifest.  And for the next few weeks we will look at getting some of the false ideas out and getting the Word in.

(Proverbs 4:20-22 NKJV) My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; For they are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh.

(Isaiah 53:5 NKJV) But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.

 (Matthew 4:23 NKJV) And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all kinds of sickness and all kinds of disease among the people.

(Matthew 8:13 NKJV) Then Jesus said to the centurion, "Go your way; and as you have believed, so let it be done for you." And his servant was healed that same hour.

(Matthew 8:16 NKJV) When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed. And He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick,

(Matthew 9:35 NKJV) Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.

(Matthew 14:14 NKJV) And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick.

(Luke 6:19 NKJV) And the whole multitude sought to touch Him, for power went out from Him and 

(Luke 5:17 NKJV) Now it happened on a certain day, as He was teaching, that there were Pharisees and teachers of the law sitting by, who had come out of every town of Galilee, Judea, and Jerusalem. And the power of the Lord was present to heal them.
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
